General problems

The TV set will not switch on or stop responding.

e Plug the power cable of the TV set into a working mains socket.

¢ Replace the batteries in the remote control.

e Unplug the plug of the power cable from the mains socket, wait approx. 30
seconds and plug the power cable back in. The device should then work
normally.

The remote control does not work

¢ Is there an obstruction between the remote control and the sensor on the
TV?

e Replace the batteries.

e Make sure that the remote control sensor is not exposed to direct
sunlight.

If the above doesn’t resolve the problem, you may have to do a ‘Power Reset’
procedure on your TV. You need to switch off the TV at the wall socket and take the
batteries out of remote control.

Wall-mounting
